Our Republican team knows how vital it is to make information conveniently
available to the public in a timely fashion to allow them to have the opportunity to
share their input and shape the decisions we will make as a governing body. We
will not simply wait for the public to come to us, but lead the charge to have a
proactive government that informs residents of the decisions being made and
invites their input. When elected, we will immediately begin walking tours of our
neighborhoods in Washington Twp and see what issues are important to them and
ask for feedback on ideas we have for our town’s future. As public servants, we
have an obligation to tend to the needs of the people we represent, and not simply
react to problems that come to us at council meetings.

Also, we will create a bipartisan transparency committee made up of township
volunteers to make recommendations about what information should be provided
to the public and how it should be available. The transparency committee will be in
place to remind our elected officials that we work for the residents of Washington
Township and should be held accountable year round, not just on Election Day.

In addition to televising meetings, our team intends to make every council meeting
available to the residents of Washington Township via our municipal website.
Residents footing a tremendous burden to pay their bills and afford their taxes
typically juggle hectic work and family schedules. That is why we want to make all
council meetings — televised and non-televised — available to watch on our
municipal website. It is our obligation to accommodate their schedules and allow
them to view council meetings at their leisure on the web.

To encourage volunteerism and more diversity on our boards and commissions, we
will also make the appointment process more transparent by advertising openings
and soliciting candidates to apply. These positions, typically exclusive to partisan
supporters, should be filled in a more thoughtful manner, seeking to recruit the
most qualified applicants to take part in moving Washington Township forward.



A BUSINESS FRIENDLY ENVIRONMENT

afloat. With high permit fees, ever rising taxes, and no centralized structure of
guidance from the township, it’s no wonder why Washington Township loses
ratables every year. Our plan makes government a partner with business to bring
jumpstart our economic engine and get our community back to work.”

We understand that businesses — both large and small — drive both the economic
well-being and character of a township. That is why our plan focuses on doing
everything we can to (1) help the current businesses we have in town thrive and (2)
attract new businesses to get Washington Twp back to work and provide a much
needed increase in the ratable base to offset property taxes.

Our Democrat Mayor and Council feel that Washington Township’s economic
development problems are derived from a perceived identity crisis. That’s why
they contracted with a company to design a new logo at the taxpayer’s expense in
the amount of $15,000. Their “solution” might make for good PR, but it does
nothing to rectify many of the problems the business community faces in our
township.

If elected, we would instruct the Advisory Board of Economic Development to
make recommendations on how to restructure the township zoning and planning
offices to create a one stop shop to streamline the permitting and construction
process. We must work as an active partner with business to provide answers to
their questions in a timely fashion and aid them in their endeavors. It’s time to cut
through the red tape and simplify the process for new businesses seeking to call
Washington Twp home and make it easier for those who are already here to
expand and find government resources to help them through these rough economic
times.

Also, the advisory board will be charged with conducting a survey to analyze the
tax policies of the township as well as the overall business climate. This can
include either a personal interview with the owner or just a survey sent via the
mail. Our goal is to be proactive and responsive with our research and gain insight
on what we can do to keep the doors of our businesses open and create a gateway
for new investment into our township.



To stay competitive, we will ensure that our tax abatement standards incorporate
best practices by analyzing the written standards of neighboring communities and
others across the state that have been successful in enticing companies the move to
their communities. In addition to make our township more competitive, these
uniform standards will also set clear and fair standards for how a business can
receive abatements.

Finally, we want to perform a complete top to bottom review of the permit fee
structure in town. Competition in any market drives prices down for consumers.
We feel that theory holds true with contractors that want to do business in town.
We will take a look at the current permit fees and see how we can continue to
collect township revenue while making the township more accessible to more
contractors.



FISCAL RESPONSIBILITY

As candidates, we advocated for recent 2 percent cap on property taxes that was
passed with bi-partisan support in the legislature and signed by the Governor.
Despite the Mayor advocating against the cap and deafening silence from our
opponents on this important issue, we stood in the corner of property tax payers
saddled with a 68% increase in property taxes over the last ten years. A hard 2
percent cap will force our government to live within its means. If the township
Council and Mayor want to raise taxes by more than 2 percent, then they have to
bring that increase to the voters and let them decide. This restores accountability
that has been long lost under Democrat control.

Furthermore, we will require any budget submitted for approval to have a freeze on
all municipal expenditures outside our existing contractual obligations. We will
look at all non-essential department spending excluding the police and fire
departments. We will also require an open and transparent budget process with the
Mayor and representatives from all departments present so they can be made
available to the public to field and answer questions about expenditures.

Finally, we will put all professional contracts and services out to bid every year to
ensure that Washington Township residents are getting the best bang for their
buck. We will seek multiple bids for each contract through a fair and open
process. This will also give us the opportunity to regularly review the work of a
professional or company working for the township.
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
